PROGRAM OBJECTIVES
Demonstrates and transmits a belief in the inherent worth and dignity of all individuals through role modeling and the structure of caring environments. Demonstrates advanced competencies and ethical decision-making in nursing therapeutics in areas of clinical concentration and role functions. Assumes responsibility and accountability for advanced humanistic practice in the management of care within a multi-complex health care system. Assumes through advanced practice, a leadership role in clinical nursing, and/or teaching or administration through a strong theory, practice and authority base. Utilizes leadership strategies to mediate for a healthy environment and system of health care for individuals, families and communities.

COURSE DESCRIPTION








This clinical course focuses on the comprehensive role of the Adult Nurse Practitioner. Students, in precepted situations with ANP’s or physicians, provide case management services to coordinate care and meet multiple client health care needs. Emphasis is placed on the multidimensional role of the Adult Nurse Practitioner. Clinical practice activities are designed to further develop advanced level competencies in the provision of care, advocacy, teaching, consulting, case management research, leadership, and change agent in the community health care setting. (Pass/Fail Practicum). Prerequisite: NUR579, NUR580, 557, 558. 2 credits: Seminar and 155 clinical hours/semester; student arranged.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

Assess, diagnosis, monitor, coordinate and manage the health/illness of adult clients over time.

Critically evaluate and apply research studies pertinent to client care management and outcomes 
within the context of case management and managed care. 

3.
Evaluate changes in client status and adjust treatment plans accordingly. 

4.
Actively participate in the multidimensional role of the Adult Nurse Practitioner.

5.
Critically evaluate components of the health care delivery system and related impact on client 
care.

6.
Analyze strategies for and participate in cost-effective primary care practice management.

7.
Formulate employment contracts and discuss marketing strategies specific to nurse practitioner 
practice.
